She related that the complainant stated she had become ill last night and was 
unable to be present.  She also stated she works Saturdays and must take the bus to get to the meeting.

Executive Session at 10:52 a.m. and returned to Open Session at 10:58 a.m.  
 
The Executive Director related to the Board that the complainant answered the phone a second time and is 
willing to testify by phone.  The call was made on speaker phone in Open Session and the complainant was 
sworn in by the court reporter. The Complainant answered the Board’s questions.  
 
After discussion and consideration, the Board determined there was no statutory violation.

Dr. Sucher and Dr. Davis presented an overview of the physician monitoring program.

Ms. Jones suggested the Board may prefer staff draft a consent agenda for addressing cases which do not 
appear to rise to the level of a statute violation which the Board would review, discuss and take action on 
during a Board meeting.

Board directed staff to draft a letter to the deans of Arizona’s colleges of osteopathic medicine regarding 
teaching licenses for doctors of osteopathic medicine.  

 
K. Board may review, discuss and take action on future planning for agency operations. 

 
Ms. Jones reported on the current status of discussions regarding future planning and agency operations.
